Hit Me With Your Best Shot Assignment
Your mission, should you decide to accept it, is to become an outstanding photographer! No more simple snapshots!  You will begin seeing things from a whole new perspective, taking time and thought to compose photos. Good luck and I’m looking forward to seeing your photos in a PowerPoint presentation to the class.

Working with a partner, your assignment is to produce 10 photos out of the 12 mentioned on the back, according to the following guidelines. You will probably take many more than 10 photos so you can select the best ones. We will download them to the computer and you and your partner will be graded on quality of the photos you choose to place in your PowerPoint and meeting the requirements of 10 different aspects of photocomposition.  

Tips before Snapping the Photo:
1. Hold the camera steady in your left hand with that elbow against your side.  

2. Take your time and let the people around you get used to you standing around.  Don’t take anyone’s picture if they are mugging the camera. Take your time and let people get used to you and the camera.

3. Compose the picture through the viewfinder.  Zoom closer using the telephoto feature if necessary.

4. Hold down the shutter release button halfway to focus on your subject, then gently press all the way down. Hold your breath to avoid shaking the camera.

5. Vary your shots, taking some horizontally and some vertically.

6. Avoid taking picture with a window or the sun behind your subject.  The camera’s light meter will adjust for the bright light and your subject will be too dark.

Each shot is worth 10 points.
