Before you begin the story, explain the terms pica, gutter, spread and show the outer margins.

Story: Once upon a time, a long time ago, in a kingdom called Pica, there lived a cute king. (Mouse click to bring in the king.) He was a bit square, but then so was his kingdom. His hands and feet were a bit strange, but he had a very big heart. He decided to build a beautiful new castle and called in the best architect in Pica Land. (Mouse click to bring in castle.) He told the architect to build a castle with 8 wings. He had the architect number the wings from 1 to 8.

Directions: Mouse click will bring in the first set of column marks. Show students where the 8 column marks are on the layout sheet and have them mark them in pencil, just like the red marks on the slide. Number each column from left to right just outside the shaded area.

Story: then the king ordered the architect to build a horizontal hallway, but it was never to be exactly in the center of the castle. It would always have to be just a little above or just below half-way. For this castle he told the architect to find the exact center and go down by 5-7 picas. (Mouse click in the hallway.)
Directions: Explain that the term hallway is an eyeline in yearbook design. Draw one line from side to side. Drop down one pica and draw a second line. Have students shade in the eyeline.

King’s 1st rule: Everything in his kingdom must be one pica apart.

Story: The hallway is one pica wide. He liked the horizontal hallway so well that he decided to build a vertical hall between wings (or columns) 5 and 6. (Mouse click in the vertical line.)
Directions: Be sure they draw two lines to mark the horizontal and vertical linkage. When they ask if columns 5 and 6 are the only place the vertical line can go, tell them it can go between 2 & 3, 3 & 4, 5 & 6, or 6 & 7 - not in the center gutter or between 1 & 2 or 7 & 8 (the quadrants are too small/large).

King’s 2nd rule. Everything must be built where the lines intersect. (Click to bring in circle.)
Story: The king told the architect that everything must be built in one of the 4 areas of the intersection. He said he wanted his room to be the biggest.

Directions: Ask the students which area offers the biggest space for building a room. They should respond top left. Click to bring in the first photo box. Tell them to draw his room in columns 3, 4 and 5 from the hallway or eyeline up to the top of the shaded area. Explain that an empty box with an X in it represents a photo to printers. The king’s room is the dominant element on the spread.

Story: The king lives very happily in his castle for several years, but he starts to get lonely. So he calls the architect and tells him to build a big library advertising all his good qualities because he is going in search of a queen. The library is going to have 3 banners and 3 stacks of books. The king wants the library built right next to his room.

Ask how far apart everything in the kingdom should be. One pica.

Directions: Explain that the first banner (headline) is 5 picas tall and it crosses columns 6, 7 and 8. Mouse click in the main headline. Explain that an empty box indicates a space for headline, copy or caption. The second banner is one pica below the first, but it is only 2 picas tall. Mouse click in the secondary headline. The third banner is one pica below the second and it is only 2 picas tall. Mouse click in the last part of the secondary headline. All three banners go across columns 6, 7 and 8. Use yearbook terms (main and secondary heads) interchangeably with the king’s terms. Explain that the headline should tie in to the dominant photo. That’s why the library advertises the king.

Explain that the stacks (story columns) can only be one column wide. Click in the copy box in column 6, followed by the copy boxes in columns 7 and 8.

Story: King Pica sent all over his kingdom for a beautiful young lady to be his queen. The young ladies all read the banners and information about King Pica. Finally the King choose a beautiful young lady name Pea to be his Queen. He told the architect to build the new queen a room almost as big as his.

Ask where can her room be built? They should answer in one of the remaining two quadrants.

Story: The king decided that he wanted her room built right below his in wings 3, 4, and 5.

Directions: Click in the queen’s room. Tell them to draw it in columns 3, 4 and 5 from the eyeline or hallway up to the top of the shaded area. Click in the Queen while they are drawing.
How far apart is everything in this castle? One pica.

With the King and Queen living so close together, we can imagine what’s going to happen.

King’s 3rd rule: All the children’s room must be built off the hallway and close to the King or Queen.

Where can the first child’s room be built? Only in quadrant 4 - columns 6, 7 and 8, but it can’t be as big as the queen’s room.

Story: So the king called the architect and told him to build a room in columns 6 and 7 for the first child. 

Directions: Mouse click in the next photo. Draw the room from the eyeline or hallway down to the bottom of the shaded area. How far apart? One pica.

Story: How close is this family? Very close - only one pica. So it isn’t long before the queen comes in one morning and says, “Kingy Baby, call the architect. We need another room.”

King’s 4th rule: There are no twins or triplets in this family. 

Point out that after they learn basic design, they can have photos of the same size and shape in quick reads.

Directions: Where can the room be built? In columns 8 or in 1 and 2. Point out that each child is smaller than the ones that came before. Mouse click in the next photo. Have them draw it in columns 1 and 2. Ask if it is halfway down the queen or2/3 of the way. They should say 2/3.
Ask what students want to see in the yearbook. They should answer pictures. Point out that we don’t have enough photos yet.

Story: How close is this family? Very close, so here comes the queen again wanting another room. 

Where can the room be built? They should answer column 1and 2 or column 8. The king decides that he wants this child’s room built right next to his room in column 2.

Directions: Click in the next photo. Ask if it is halfway up the king or 2/3 of the way up. They should say 2/3. They should draw it from the eyeline up about 2/3 of the way.

Story: How close is this family? One pica, so it’s not long before the Queen comes in one morning and says, “You need to call the architect.” 

Where can the room be built? Column 1 or column 8.

Directions: Click in the photo in column 1. Ask if this photo is 1/2 as tall or 2/3 as tall as the photo next to it. It should be about 2/3. 

King’s 5th rule: None of the children can be named until all the children are born.

What do students want to see in the yearbook? They should answer pictures. Could we get one more photo on this spread? Yes.

Story: When the Queen comes in and tells the king that another little Pica is on the way, he says, “This has to stop. We’re out of room.” She explains that it’s too late for this one and they have to have a room.

Directions: Ask where one more photo might go? They should say column 8. Click in the last photo. 

Story: Now the King has said this is the end, so it’s time to name all the kids and he and the queen get busy.

Directions: Ask what represents headlines, copy and captions. They should respond an empty box. Click in the first caption. 

King’s 6th rule: Names must be right next to each child’s room.

Click in the next caption. Point out that one is above and one is beside photo it I.d.’s.

Click in caption for column 1. Point out that its top stops even with the child next to it. This is to avoid three captions in a row.

Click in remaining captions one at a time and point out that they are above, beside or below photos.
